The Republic of Armenia has received Grant from the Global Environment Facility (GEF) toward the cost of the Renewable Energy Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consultant services. The services include:
Main objective: The main objective of the study is to develop renewable energy development roadmap until 2020. The roadmap should identify economically and financially viable potential of renewable energy in Armenia, set up short, mid and long-term targets for development of renewable energy, and outline specific steps of achieving these targets.

In order to achieve the above objective, the Consultant shall carry out the following principal tasks: 

Task 1. Review of the existing policies, legal and regulatory framework, institutions and practices for renewable energy. the republic.

Task 2. Assessment of the technical, financial and economic potential for development of renewable energy 

Task 3. Preparation of energy sector/system development scenarios and projection of the share of renewables based on economic, financial, energy security and other factors.
Task 4. Development of short, medium and long-term targets for renewables, policy recommendations for achievement of the targets and time-bound action plan.

The Road Map shall be: 

· Complex and include all aspects of renewable energy development potential in accordance to the wide definition of “energy sector”, including thermal energy and biofuel production. 

· Comply with the energy sector’s development priorities, namely increased energy security and affordable energy supply to end-users. 

· Modular, with clear and simple structure, with clear and detailed description of initial assumptions and provisions, 
· Flexible for the future regular reviewing process.
The Armenia Renewable Resources and Energy Efficiency Fund now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.).
