This request for expressions of interest follows the general procurement notice for this project that appeared in             UN Development Business (on line) dated May 04, 2010.
The Republic of Armenia has received a PPA from the World Bank (IBRD) toward the cost of the Electricity transmission component of the Electricity Supply Reliability and Energy Efficiency Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consultant services to carry out feasibility study for reconstruction of the transmission line started from Hrazdan and ended in Shinouhire, which consisit of 5 separate sections of transmission line. These 5 separate sections compose one line as whole, which is divided by 3 substations and one power plant. The Transmision Line starts from Hrazdan substation as Noratuz section and ends in Shinouhair substation as Vorotan-1 section. The Republic of Armenia intends to spend a portion of the PPA for Environmental and Social Impact Assessment for the reconstruction of the 220 km length section of high voltage line.  

Main objective: The main objective of the study is to carry out an Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (EIA) for a proposed power transmission rehabilitation project proposed for financing by the World Bank. The ESIA study shall contain (i) a comprehensive Environmental Assessment (EA) of the proposed corridor, and (ii) a detailed Environmental Management Plan (EMP) and a Monitoring Plan (MP) to establish and ensure environmental compliance during the construction and operation phases of the project. (iii) An assessment of the potential social impacts including resettlement and land acquisition requirements.

An environmental screening of the Corridor was performed by an Armenian Consultant and a first draft of an environmental management framework EMF has been produced and found an acceptable basis for scoping further environmental assessment work. 
The work will consist of the following tasks: Task 1: Establishment of Framework and Baseline data, Task 2: Environmental Impacts Analysis for Alignment Alternatives, Task 3: Development of Environmental Management Plans for constructional and operational phases of the project, Task 4: Monitoring Plan for constructional and operational phases, Task 5: Social Impact Analysis and Land Acquisition Planning, Task 6: Stakeholder Information on the expected project.
